Special Provision(s)

1. Research and Development. All research and development projects funded by the government shall have a farm-level application to
make production and management systems more efficient, competitive and profitable for farmers in crops, livestock, poultry and/or
fisheries.

2. Reporting and Posting Requirements. The Philippine Center for Post-Harvest Development and Mechanizaion (PHILMECH) shall submit
quarterly reports on its financial and physical accomplishments, within thirty (30) days after the end of every quarter, through the
following:

(@) URS or other electronic means for reports not covered by the URS until such time that all agencies have fully migrated to the
BTMS; and

(b) PHILMECH"s website.

The PHILMECH shall send written notice when said reports have been submitted or posted on its website to the DBM, House of
Representatives, Senate of the Philippines, House Committee on Appropriations, Senate Committee on Finance, and other offices where the
submission of reports is required under existing laws, rulles and regulations. The date of notice to said agencies shall be considered the
date of compliance with this requirement.
